Check out what this 
root stuff is and how environmentally safe it is.   
Leaking - Skylight still leaking in Angela’s Unit.  This topic was brought to the 
board and Chris and Angela have gone to a fair amount of effort into trying to 
solve the problem but there is still some leaking going on.  Bob Bradley from 
Roof Brokers is in prison not available until the end of the year.  Bob seemed to 
have the most knowledge and Chris intends to still pursue that effort. Bob took 
pictures during his process to see if the skylight was the problem and Chris will 
forward these pictures on to CMR to help with the effort to solve the problem. If it 
is not leaking after these days of rain Chris would like a water test done to prove 
if it is a skylight problem.  Renters are moving out at the end of the month board 
agrees that this would be a good time to perform a water test to see how it is 
getting to the drywall. There may be a need to have a roofer also look at it after 
drywall is off. Steve volunteers to help with the drywall removal to help with 
diagnosis of this situation.  Is this really homeowner problem or an association 
problem??   The board requested that CMR move forward to get results from 
Bob Bradley.  
Handrails - One side not painted, check for splintering and exposed nails.
