Board Meeting Minutes 
March 16, 2009 


 
Meeting was called to order at 6:33 pm 
 
Roll Call:  Debbie, Brenda, Jason 
Colorado Management:  Kathy Andersen & Steve Smalley 
 
Guests:  Rick from Accent Landscapes & Glen from Grass Plus  
 
Representative from two landscape companies are here tonight to discuss the 
issues with the water consumption with the retention pond and offer ideas on 
how to overcome this issue.  
 
Rick with Accent Landscapes is the present contractor for Walnut Grove and he 
states that is biggest focus in the past has been to keep the retention pond green 
to match the rest of the property.  Pond was not prepped properly to begin with.  
Jason asks if City of Westminster has any regulations against xeri-scaping in the 
retention pond which Rick stated that there isn’t anything that he is aware of.    
Board will look into a grant regarding changing the area and let Rick interjected 
that he would be glad to present a proposal to make any changes that the board 
entertained.  In the past Rick has worked with Dstry regarding the retention pond 
plans and most of the ideas that were discussed ended up being very costly 
changes. Both sides of the trench are where the heavy water areas are and Rick 
likes the idea of xeri-scape because not only would it help the drainage issue it 
would also add curb appeal.  Jason mentioned that he noticed some damage to 
the split rail fence, Rick agreed to take care of it asap. Rick stated that is 
operation is right in the neighborhood and that he has been happy with the 
relationship he has had with Walnut Grove and would like to continue on and 
work out any issues that arise on the property.    
 
Glenn - Predicts a broken mainline or sprinkler head is likely the reason for the 
increase in water consumption. Glen feels like the water consumption should not 
change. Glen was not aware of retention pond issues so really did not come 
prepared to offer any solutions.  Debbie asks if Glenn is dealing with any other 
properties that have similar problems and what his suggestions would be.  Glen 
suggested installation of a concrete drain area and actually was not aware that 
there is already concrete in this area.  Debbie requested that Glen provide a 
proposal to remedy the situation.  Glen has owned the company since 1996 part 
time going full time in 2003.  At the present time his company dosen’t handle any 
other HOA’s but handles a lot of commercial properties. Brenda asked if the 
quote would change to the economic environment we are all experiencing and 
Glen stated that the quote will not change as he felt the bid is generous for the 
present environment. This is the first year Glenn will have a supervisor which 
also frees Glenn’s time up to oversee Walnut Grove.  Scope of work needs to be 







 
provided. Glenn’s company is open to other bids being accepted for construction 
type of work but would prefer to handle all the needs of the property.   
 
It was determined that due to the time of year it is a decision needed to be made 
this evening to choose a landscape company therefore a discussion was entered 
into whether or not Walnut Grove needed to make a change in landscape 
maintenance providers.  Kathy and Steve both stated that although they have no 
allegiance to Rick that there is a lot to be said for the history and experience Rick 
has with the property.  Steve stated that when Rick took over 5 years ago the 
property was not looking near as good as it looks today.  Kathy also stated that 
there is a huge learning curve in regard to the sprinkler system when you bring in 
a new company especially when you don’t have a copy of the irrigation plans and 
the retention pond or turf as a whole could suffer from lack of knowledge.   The 
board was in agreement that the only real issue that has come up with Accent is 
the water consumption and felt that Rick is willing to work closely with Jason and 
the board as a whole to work on these issues.  Rick is all about water 
conservation as well as curb appeal. Jason’s recommendation is to stay with 
Rick and adjust the snow removal. Jason motions to stay with Rick at Accent, 
Brenda 2nds all in favor.
