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Mosquito Control 
Last year the mosquitoes were out in full force 
on the trail behind the houses on 107th.  They 
were so bad that many homeowners couldn't 
enjoy their patios.  In an effort to be proactive, 
the city has been contacted asking for help to 
better control the infestation. The City of 
Westminster has a contract with Colorado 
Mosquito Control (CMC), which is organized 
and operated by Dr. Weisman, the founder of 
the Butterfly Pavilion.  CMC's mosquito control 
plan includes the Walnut Creek wetland/open 
space along 108th.  They will conduct weekly 
testing of soil bacteria and water samples and 
treat the larvae accordingly to control breeding. 
Homeowners can do their part by reporting 
mosquito bites as soon as they happen.  CMC 
will start a surveillance trap which captures the 
adult mosquitoes to test them for West Nile 
Virus and determine their species.  Some 
mosquitoes will fly up to 15 miles!  So please 
call Tony at Colorado Mosquito Control at 303-
558-8730 to report mosquitoes.  They guarantee 
a 24 hour turn around time.

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How Is Walnut Grove Progressing 
Each month the DRC takes a “walk-around” the 
Walnut Grove community to view and take note 
of the progress of the neighborhood.  The last 
walk-around revealed several issues that we, as 
a community, should think about and make 
decisions about next year.  
 
Exterior Paint - The Walnut Grove 
community is six plus years old now, and homes 
are beginning to show signs of wear to their 
paint finishes.  On some, the trim is flaking and 
peeling and on others the body is fading and 
flaking.  The Walnut Grove approved paint 
palette books can be reviewed at the Colorado 
Management Company office – call 303-433-
2325 to make an appointment.  Also, a design 
review or architectural request must be 
submitted and approved by the DRC before any 
work begins, even if you’re repainting the same 
color.  
 
Concrete and Structural - It was noted that 
many homes are showing signs of damage to 
concrete; driveway spaulding and shifting, 
settling walkways with cracks and settling 
porches all of which affect the appearance and 
value of homes in the community.  Because 
these types of repairs are generally costly we 
welcome your ideas on how to deal with these 
issues from a community stand point at the 
Annual Meeting scheduled for January, 2009.
